Safety/Athletics/Transportation Report-January 2026

Safety:  We conducted all our safety drills as required by the state of Kentucky.  
I have been attending the Bellevue Community Safety Forums where the community meets with the police department and members of city council. The committee did not meet in December but will resume meetings in January.
Construction issues remain a problem at Grandview.  It is areas we are working through.  The gym area is now able to be secured.  Once you are in the gym area, you cannot gain access to the school without a badge or key.  This is a great safety feature in case a bad element were to enter the building.
I have been working with Mr. Seward on safety and security measures for our renovated athletic complex, gym, and Grandview.  This includes security cameras and access points to the doors.  We now have a working camera at the football field.  This need to be activated remotely, but we do have access.  Within the next few weeks, we should have cameras that work around the clock up and running.

Athletics:  Our winter sports are in the middle of their seasons.  The boy’s basketball team hosted the Swauger Classic as a fundraiser over the holidays.  They played 11 games over 3 days.  Unfortunately, we had to cancel the Stephanie Wilson Classic due to poor weather conditions.  We have already started working on next year’s classic.
Both boys and girls’ basketball teams lost in the first round of the All A Classic.
We do not have a middle school girls basketball team this year due to lack of interest.  We hope this changes for next year.  All our elementary teams have good numbers so we should start to see an upswing in interest at the middle school level.
Indoor track is competing in meets and we are having a lot of success on a personal level.  A lot of kids are setting personal records which is very exciting to see.
We are interviewing for a new tennis coach this month.  

Transportation:  All of our routes are up and running.  We are continuing to add students and make adjustments to our preschool route. 
All of our drivers now have a rapid radio they are able to take with them in case of an emergency.  They can contact anyone on our administrative team with the push of a button.
We are now running a special route for a preschooler who is on a ventilator.  We are able to use our new vans since she has to have 12v access due to her condition.  
The routes we are running are:
Morning: RSP, Southgate, Preschool, Special Preschool, Gateway, and one McKenney Vento route.
Midday:  Preschool, Special Preschool, Cultivate, RSP.
Afternoon:  ATC, Southgate, Preschool, and one McKenney Vento route.
