c.  Next-Generation Learners Proposed Accountability Model- At the elementary level, 30% of score will come from achievement, 30% from gap and 40% will come for growth. The gap students will only be counted once, so they will not appear in different subgroups.  A collaboration of current scores show that we are about 70%.
