2. PURPOSE: Request to attend the FFA Washington Leadership Conference in Washington, D.C.

3. RECOMMENDATION: Approval for up to eight students and one advisor to attend the Washington Leadership Conference held in Washington D.C.  Travel will be via commercial airline carrier to either Baltimore Washington International Airport or Reagan National Airport.  Accomodations will be at the Holiday Inn Rosslyn or Holiday Inn Eisenhower depending on availability.  Metro, taxi, or transport carriers will be used for local travel including possible transit to and from Baltimore.  Registration, travel and lodging will total approximately $850 per person.  The probable dates of attendance will be June 12-19, 2006.

4.   FACTS:

a. All students who are attending have been actively involved at the local, regional and state levels of FFA competitions and community service projects.

b. All students have been offered the opportunity to participate in fundraising events to help with expenses.
