Russellville Independent Schools respectfully submits this application for the FY26 Kentucky AED Grant
to request funding to replace several of our existing Automated External Defibrillators (AEDs) located
throughout the district.

Our district serves approximately 1,200 students and employs more than 250 staff members across
multiple school buildings and facilities. Several of our current LIFEPAK AED units have reached the end
of their useful life. These devices are no longer supported by the manufacturer, and approved replacement
parts are unavailable. As a result, we are unable to maintain them in accordance with current safety
standards and best practices.

Maintaining fully operational AEDs is essential to ensuring a timely and effective response to a cardiac
emergency. With large numbers of students, staff, and visitors on our campuses ecach day, reliable
emergency equipment is critical to protecting the health and safety of our school community. The
replacement of these outdated units is necessary to preserve the integrity of our emergency response plan
and to ensure compliance with recommended safety guidelines.

Grant funding will be used to purchase and install new AED devices in the locations currently served by
the outdated units. This investment will strengthen our district’s cardiac emergency preparedness and
enhance our overall safety infrastructure.

We sincerely appreciate the Kentucky Department of Education for its continued commitment to
supporting school safety initiatives across the Commonwealth. This funding opportunity plays a vital role
in helping districts like ours maintain safe learning environments for all.
