ISSUE:

We bid bread products for school food service annually

FACTS:
We sent out bid requests to three different vendors.  We received a bid from one company.

DISCUSSION:   In comparing these bid prices with those from the previous bid, the prices are the same as last year.  Two items in particular are actually cheaper than last year.  We asked the companies to select from two options of bidding: Option #1-a daily delivery; Option #2-twice weekly delivery to elementaries and middles and daily to high schools.
