
LICENSE AGREEMENT
This License Agreement (this “Agreement”) is made and entered into as of the last date set forth on the signature page hereof (the “Effective Date”), by and between the TODD COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION (the “Board”) and RUDOLPH HALL, JR., ROBBYE A. HALL, AND CAROL GRAY (the “Owners”). The Board and the Owners will sometimes be collectively referred to herein as the “parties”.

RECITALS
WHEREAS, Owners are the record owners of that certain real property consisting of approximately 205 acres +/- of undeveloped agricultural land on Airport Road in Elkton, Todd County, Kentucky, Parcel No. 057-07_10_13 (the “Subject Property”), having acquired same by Deed of record in Deed Book 90, Page 571 in the Todd County Clerk’s Office; and


WHEREAS, the Board is the record owner of that certain real property located at 804 S. Main Street, Elkton, Todd County, Kentucky, Parcel No. E-01-06-11, which property consists of the office space for the Board and the Todd County Central High School; and

WHEREAS, the Board’s property adjoins the Subject Property; and


WHEREAS, the Board desires to have the use and benefit of a portion of the Subject Property for the purpose of cross-country practice and competitions and the Owners agree with such use of the Subject Property subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual representations, benefits and covenants contained herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are acknowledged, the parties covenant and agree as follows:

1. 
Recitals. The Recitals set forth above are hereby affirmed, incorporated in, and made an integral part of this Agreement.  
2. 
Grant of License to Subject Property; Term. Owners hereby license to the Board the portion of the Subject Property identified on Exhibit A hereto, with rights of ingress and egress, for the use and benefit of the Board for the sole and exclusive purpose of cross-country practice, competitions, and related activities (the “Course”). The license granted hereby shall continue for a period of one (1) year from the Effective Date hereof (the “Initial Term”), which Initial Term shall automatically renew for consecutive periods of one (1) year until termination of this Agreement (the “Renewal Term” and with the Initial Term, the “Term”). This Agreement may be terminated at any time by either party with sixty (60) days’ written notice to other party.
3.
The Board’s Use and Maintenance of the Subject Property. In consideration of the license granted by Owners pursuant to Section 2 of this Agreement, the Board hereby covenants and agrees that the Board shall be responsible for mowing and maintaining the Course at the Board’s own cost and expense.

4.
Indemnity. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Board agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Owners from any liability, loss, damage, personal injury, attorneys’ fees, costs and expenses arising out or resulting from the Board’s use of the Course. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in no event shall the Board be responsible for indemnifying the Owners from any liability, loss, damage, personal injury, attorneys’ fees, costs or expenses caused by the negligent or intentional acts of Owners.

5.
Representations and Warranties. Each party hereby represents and warrants to the other that: (a) the party possesses the full right, power and authority to execute, deliver and perform this Agreement; and (b) the execution and delivery of this Agreement and the fulfillment of the terms hereof will not result in a breach of any term, covenant or condition, or constitute a default under, any agreement or instrument to which the party is a party.

6.
Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky. Each party agrees that any action or suit arising out of or relating to this Agreement shall be filed only in a state or federal court located in Todd County, Kentucky, and each party hereby irrevocably and unconditionally consents and submits to the exclusive jurisdiction of such courts over any such actions or suits.

7.
Invalid, Illegal or Unenforceable Provision. If any term, covenant or condition contained in this Agreement is deemed to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, then the rights and obligations of the parties hereto shall be construed and enforced with that term, covenant or condition limited so as to make it valid, legal or enforceable to the greatest extent allowed by law, or, if it is totally invalid, illegal or unenforceable, then as if this Agreement did not contain that particular term, covenant or condition.


8.
Entire Agreement.  This Agreement and the Exhibits hereto constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties, and there are no prior or contemporaneous, written or oral, agreements, understandings or representations except as set forth in this Agreement related to the subject matter hereof. This Agreement can only be modified by a written instrument, signed by the party against whom enforcement is sought.

9.
Counterparts.  This Agreement may be signed in one or more counterparts, and by different parties to this Agreement on separate counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same document.  Faxed signatures, or scanned and electronically transmitted signatures, on this Agreement or any notice delivered pursuant to this Agreement, shall be deemed to have the same legal effect as original signatures on this Agreement.
10.
Dispute.  In any dispute regarding the terms of this Agreement or performance hereunder, the terms of this Agreement shall be interpreted reasonably, without presumption in favor of either party.
