Hardin County Schools to continue participating in the CEP program for 14 schools
FACTS: 
The Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) is a program that allows schools in high-poverty areas to offer nutritious meals free of charge to all students without collecting and processing school meal applications.  Hardin County Schools has the opportunity to provide both breakfast and lunch at no charge to all students at the eligible school sites.  The schools that can continue the CEP program for SY 2026-27 are Bluegrass Middle, College View Campus, Creekside Elementary, G.C. Burkhead Elementary, Heartland Elementary, James T. Alton Middle, Lakewood Elementary, Meadow View Elementary, New Highland Elementary, North Middle, North Park Elementary, Radcliff Elementary, West Hardin Middle, and Woodland Elementary. 
For these schools that qualify, in place of the school meal application, the Household Income Form (HIF) is still to be gathered for other programs that rely on it for funding.  A FRAM coordinator is the one responsible for gathering the HIF form; this person is not to be paid from the Child Nutrition Department. 
RECOMMENDATION:
The Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) program allows Hardin County Schools to provide free breakfast and lunch to all students at the eligible school sites.  The meal prices would be as follows for the participating schools:
