FACTS:
Each year, meal prices must be set and approved by the local board of education. Full-price meals in Hardin County Schools were set at $2.70 for lunch for the school year 19-20 prior to going into CEP. Students at all schools receive breakfast meals without cost to the students. Fourteen schools are eligible for the Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) program, which provides lunch to those schools at no cost to the student.  With these prices and revenues from our catering and à la carte programs, we have an operating balance that is suggested as a minimum by the State Department of Education.
