1.  Opening Business

a.  Agenda Approval-

Motion made by Diane Scott to approve the agenda and seconded by Amanda Terrell. Motion passed unanimously.

b. January Minutes-

Motion made by Carmen Gullion to accept the January Minutes and seconded by Amanda Terrell. Motion passed unanimously. Mrs. Brown reported that we do not need summer reading books.  With Mrs. Angie White’s assistance, we have ordered smart board pens.

c. Good News Report 

-Dell Mini Lab- 30 Notebooks have been purchased for 3rd grade computer cart. Computers are currently being used in 3rd grade hallway.

-Shelving- Shelves have been placed in one classroom and Mrs. Herndon’s shelves are waiting to be put together.

-Instructional Rounds-Staff is currently identifying a problem of practice for instructional rounds. 

d.  Public Comment- None

2.  Student Achievement

a.  Assessing Student Achievement- Learning Checks have been pushed back a week due to weather.

b. Student Achievement Report - will be reported in March- Mrs. Brown reported on students who are not passing reading and math.  Grade levels will discuss these students in team meeting.

3.  Planning

a. Monthly Review- The Upper Elementary is currently on target with our monthly review. We are currently discussing use of remaining professional development for the remainder of the year as well as next school year.  Plan should be available in April.

4.  Budget Report- Last big purchase for the remainder of school year will be paper.

5.  Review

a.  Consultation Policy- Policy concerning hiring of staff.  Policy was reviewed. 

b. Instructional Practices Policy- Instructional Practice policy was revised to include 3rd grade.  Student writing policy was also added to the policy.  Each grade level’s writing pieces will be reviewed. Also all teachers shall order publication of informational material for class use. Motion made by Shannon Stephenson and 2nd by Amanda Terrell to accept policy. Motion passed unanimously. 

c. Assessment Policy- 3rd grade CIA team added as well as 5th grade CIA for reading and writing. Motion made by Carmen Gullion to accept policy and seconded by Joe Brown to accept policy. Motion passed unanimously.

6.  New Business

a.  3rd Grade Field Trip-Cincinnati Children’s Theater to see Peter Pan.  Motion made by Diane Scott and seconded by Amanda Terrell to send 3rd grade.  Motion passed unanimously.

b. 5th Grade Field Trip-Louisville Slugger Museum- March 10th. Motion made by Joe Brown and seconded by Shannon Stephenson to allow 5th grade to attend field trip. Motion passed unanimously.

7.  On Going Learning

a.  Next-Generation Learners Proposed Accountability Model- At the elementary level, 30% of score will come from achievement, 30% from gap and 40% will come for growth. The gap students will only be counted once, so they will not appear in different subgroups.  A collaboration of current scores show that we are about 70%. 

b. Characteristics of Highly Effective Teaching and Learning – Released by KDE. There are five areas ( Learning Climate, Classroom Assessment and Reflection, Instructional Rigor and Student Engagement, Instructional Relevance and  Knowledge of Content )
