Re: Recommendation for Board approval of 2011-2012 School Calendar Proposal





Miss Perkins,





After constructing calendar proposals and inviting input from all local stakeholders (students, parents, all employees, etc.) via an online and written option survey, I have attached for board approval a proposed school calendar for 2011-2012.





The results of our survey ended with the results listed below:


Option A (similar to current 10-11 calendar)		121 votes  	52%


Option B						65  votes  	28%


Option C  						44 votes	20%


TOTAL VOTES:  230 


(138 staff, 92 non-staff households, and 204 students represented)





Based on the results of our survey and District needs I am recommending that the Board approve Option A as our 2011-2012 school calendar.  Using this option, the first day for students will be August 11, 2011 with the scheduled last day for students (pending make-up) being May 23, 2012.  Using this calendar we will have 177 instructional days with 6 early release days and we will exceed the 1062 instructional hour requirement as required by Kentucky Department of Education regulations.





As a matter of reference, on our survey, we also received the following responses I wanted to share with the Board as they are common questions I receive:


-79.5% of online respondents would prefer starting earlier in August and trying to get out in May as opposed to starting later in August and potentially going into June.


-67.7% of online respondents preferred keeping fall break a full week as opposed to modifying it.


-Out of 56 written suggestions there were 12 who recommended doing away with early release days due to hardships with supervision on those days and 5 who recommended taking days away from Spring Break when excessive snow days were an issue.





The Gallatin County Board of Education Approves the selection of Option A School Calendar as mentioned above and attached for 2011-2012.
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
