Plan for Delivery of Summer Learning Services for Migrant Children

Local Migrant Education Programs (MEP) are required to provide summer learning opportunities to all eligible children.  According to 704 KAR 3:292, Section 2, (2), “Summer extended academic services shall be required of all local migrant projects for a duration or four (4) to six (6) weeks and no less than three (3) times per week for eligible students who are the most academically in need.”

We plan to focus instruction on literacy development with enrichment experiences in science and the arts our elementary students.   Instruction will be based on advice from the child’s current teacher and on their latest ACCESS (English language proficiency), GRADE and MAP data as applicable.  Students will receive instruction in the classroom, in the home and through field trip experiences.  This experience will begin June 1st with home visits from the Migrant Advocate.  She will provide materials (books, reading logs, supplies) for each child.  The Advocate will provide the parents with schedules of classes and experiences, advice on allocating quite places to study within home, information on learning opportunities both in and outside the home, and instruction on assisting their children in completing daily reading and learning experience logs.   The Advocate will periodically visit the home over the summer months to monitor student progress, review reading logs and facilitate parent involvement.  Students with the most academic need will come by bus to TCMS for five six-hour instructional days with a teacher and instructional assistant.  Students will receive individualized instruction in reading and related skills.  Students will extend their learning through educational field trips to the Frist Center and the Tennessee Performing Arts Center, the Nashville Zoo, and West KY 4H Camp at Dawson Springs.

Middle school students will participate in a weeklong overnight camp sponsored by the West Region MEP.  Students will improve math and science skills while learning about recycling, conservation, and building “green” energy efficient vehicles. The Todd Co MEP is only required to provide basic supplies as needed and transportation to and from the sites.  The Migrant Advocate will provide this transportation using the district van. The middle school camp will take place June 7th – 10th at Kentucky Dam Village State Park.  Middle school students will also be provided with books of choice to read throughout the summer.  The Migrant Advocate will likewise visit these homes periodically to assist parents and document student participation (daily reading logs) and progress.  Middle school students may also participate in the elementary field trips listed above.

The Todd Co MEP currently has no high school students.  If high school students are identified, they will be served in the homes as described above and will learn about educational opportunities beyond high school.  They will be provided with summer reading materials and may participate in the field trips described above when appropriate.

Parents of preschoolers will receive information on developmental and pre-academic skills development in the home.  Books and other materials will be provided.  Out of school youth will be serviced as feasible in the home setting.

In late July, a Parent Advisory Counsel Meeting will take place at Tie Breaker Park in Hopkinsville.  Summer reading logs will be collected and parents will share their opinions and experiences with this year’s program.  School supplies and information about the coming school year will be shared with participants.  

The Todd Co MEP will collaborate with the Hopkins Co MEP when feasible to improve instruction and safety and to share expenses.
