SUBJECT:    Emergency Response and Crisis Management Grant 

REQUEST

This is to request permission for the Hardin County Schools to apply for the Emergency Response and Crisis Management Grant.

DISCUSSION

The Emergency Response and Crisis Management grant competition is for local educational agencies to improve and strengthen school emergency response and crisis management plans, including training school personnel and students in emergency response procedures; communicating emergency plans and procedures with parents; and coordinating with local government and with law enforcement, public safety, public health and mental health agencies.

Participating districts will be required to collect partner signatures from your local first responder groups. In brief, the school district will need one form for at least each of the following; you may certainly include other partners as well. Required partners are:
 

1.  Law enforcement (police chief and/or sheriff)

 

2.  Public safety agency (local emergency management or fire department)

 

3.  Public health agency (health department or, if none is present, a local hospital)

 

4.  Mental health agency (Life Skills, for example)

 

5.  Head of your local government (mayor or judge executive)

 

This is a statutory requirement of the grant for each district. Each partner group must sign, and the five required partners are listed above. Your deadline for returning these to GRREC with partner and superintendent signatures will be June 10.

The grant is one that will be done collaboratively with GRREC and they will guide in the writing of this grant.  The deadline for the grant is June 22, 2006.  The grant does not require any MATCHING funds.
RECOMMENDATION:

The Coordinator of Grant Applications & Reporting recommends that the Hardin County Schools be permitted to apply for the Emergency Response and Crisis Management Grant.
