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2011-2012 Section 7 Rationale
1. How will the Section 7 money be used to decrease the % of novice and apprentice level students in your school?  
We plan to use our section 7 funding to continue our focus on improvement in the subject areas of English and Math.  We will use 4 teachers (2 in English and 2 in math) allowing us to keep our Math and Reading coaches and the ability to intervene with struggling students in these NCLB areas and increase their chance for success.  We will focus on continuing to improve our overall scores in these areas and reducing our Novice and Apprentice percentages.  In 2010 we saw a 17% reduction in Math and an 8% reduction in Reading.   Our most current On-Demand scores saw a double digit reduction as well.  So we feel like we are heading in the right direction and want to maintain our instructional focus.
2. How is this plan connected to your CSIP (goal and strategy connection)?   

The CSIP outlines our goal to make NCLB for the 2nd straight year and be released from Tier Status.  We have set goals to make AYP or safe harbor progress in all areas for which we are accountable. 

In Language Arts this is specifically addressed in #11 and #12 calling for rigorous aligned assessments and varied instructional strategies using Literacy First and Thoughtful Education strategies to drive instruction.  

In Math #15, 17 and 18 address instruction strategies and intervention strategies we have in place for math including the “I Can Learn” software being used by our math coach.

3. What data/process will be used to measure and document quarterly progress?  

We will use common assessment data, PLC minutes, MAP scores, learning check data, and retention rates available at the end of each trimester.  We can include reports on numbers we were able to recycle when they are unsuccessful and our attempt to intervene immediately by not leaving them to flounder in a class where they are not being successful.  
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
