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· How will the section 7 money be used to decrease the % of novice and apprentice level students in your school?
Alton plans to utilize the $80,957 allocation from Section 7 funds to hire a math coach that will continue to work with the students identified as apprentice and novice.  The following data sources will be used to identify targeted students:  MAP, THINKLINK, 2010-2011 KCCT scores, and teacher recommendations.  The reading and math coaches provided to us this year have allowed us to implement an effective RTI/KSI plan that has allowed for Tier 2 and Tier 3 interventions.  Based on the data, this program of supplemental and intense intervention has been EXTREMELY beneficial to our students throughout this school year as supported by the attached data.  
Any funds leftover after the math coach’s salary has been deducted will be combined with other funding sources (Title 1, School Improvement, SIG, Per Pupil) to supplement our RTI/KSI plan and address any additional student needs determined through data analysis.

In addition to the connections to our CSIP, Alton has developed a flow chart of a structured series of interventions for students that are struggling and/or excelling with core content.  The RTI/KSI plan that we have in place consists of a Discovery class for enhancement and/or remediation in both reading and math.  Coaches use data to determine remedial Discovery classes every six weeks.  
Carnegie math will be used for Tier 2 instruction and Compass Learning will be linked to the MAP objectives for individual work in Tier 3 remediation classes.  Tier 3 classes meet twice a week during student’s related arts classes. 
Coaches will be utilized to specifically target students’ school wide that are not performing at grade level.  Progress will be monitored through MAP, THINKLINK, District Learning Checks, Common Assessments, and 2010-2011 KCCT results.  Individualized monitoring will be kept on students that target specific objectives.
         Coaches will collaborate with classroom teachers throughout the 

         school year to determine individual student’s progress.  

· What data/process will be used to measure and document quarterly progress?  
MAP Measures of Academic Progress and THINK LINK – both administered three times a year, District Learning Checks administered quarterly, Common Assessments aligned with pacing guides/curriculum maps – ongoing in all subjects throughout the school year.
