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How will Section 7 money be used to decrease the % of novice and apprentice level students in your school?  

      The section 7 money for East Hardin Middle School will be used to secure the appropriate number of Math and Reading teachers necessary to deliver focused intervention instruction for students that have not achieved proficiency.   East Hardin offers a full class period each day of math and reading enrichment for all students that targets the needs of students that have not achieved proficiency in either math or reading.  These teachers are necessary for this class time of enrichment to have greatly reduced class sizes that focus specifically on the needs of our novice and apprentice learners in both the areas of reading and math.  These teachers will also ensure that the strongest reading and math teachers are able to work with the students who exhibit the greatest needs.  

How is this plan connected to your CSIP?

        East Hardin’s CSIP has identified two areas of school improvement that include math and reading for the sub populations of special education and free and reduced lunch.  The following activities will be supported with the section 7 funding.

A-7 –Enrichment classes will focus on Reading & Math to address gaps between students with & without disabilities & free / reduced lunch.   
A1-6- Reading and Math teachers will work with PLC’s to target the students in gap areas in order to improve student achievement.

 What data/process will be used to measure and document quarterly progress?
          East will utilize learning checks for midterm and end of quarter as common assessments.  School wide ORQ and live scoring will be implemented once a month.  The results of these assessments will be entered into the performance calculator.  MAP testing data will be used three times a year to measure progress and as a fidelity check for the performance calculator.
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
